	Notice of Surface Water Treatment Technique Violation (Monthly)

The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) sets minimum water quality standards for public drinking water. These standards include enforceable treatment technique requirements for drinking water. Inadequately treated water may contain disease-causing organisms. These organisms include bacteria, viruses, and parasites that can cause symptoms such as nausea, cramps, diarrhea, and associated headaches.


· The City of Midland Water Purification Plant failed to meet the minimum treatment technique requirements for the months of August to November 2016. Specifically, our water system failed to maintain an acceptable disinfectant residual throughout the distribution system for two consecutive months.

· Low chlorine residuals have been discovered at some primarily at sampling locations in southeast Midland due to its distance from the City’s water plant, where the chlorine enters the system. The water in the areas with low chlorine levels  continue to test negative for bacteria.  No areas have been found without any chlorine residual throughout the City.  

· The City of Midland is working on both short- and long-term solutions to ensure chlorine lasts all the way through the city’s system at a level that meets state standards.  Short-term solutions such as manually flushing of fire hydrants are performed in areas with low chlorine. For long-term solutions the City is adding automatic flushing stations in southeast Midland and connecting dead-end lines into other water lines for circulation.
